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The twelve Apostles on Ilkley Moor-8.11.18
Ilkley has been inhabited since at least the Bronze Age around 1800 BC. The druidical
stone circle known as the twelve Apostles, seen above, are 2,000 years old. There are
ancient rock carvings on Ilkley Moor. It was occupied by the Romans from 79 AD
until at least 217 AD. By the 17t Century it was establishing itself as a spa town due
to the healing properties of the water. The railway, which arrived in 1865 from Leeds
as the Midland Railway was connected through to Skipton in 1888. The line beyond
Ilkley to Skipton closed in 1965, leaving Ilkley served by a regular half hourly shuttle
between both Leeds and Bradford, now electrified.

LS29 9DS.Opens 12.00. Ilkley’s oldest pub having originally been a
farmhouse in 1709. Refurbished and re-opened in late 2013.The Wharfedale
Brewery Tap, it sells 9 real ales and does food.

. Friends of Ham, 8§ Wells Road LS29 9JD. Opens 10.00. Three real ales and

an eclectic mix of craft ales on tap and bottled. For anyone not in a hurry to
travel south. Two minute walk from the station. Across Station Road. A rabbit
warren of a place formerly a newspaper printers.
