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This trip is much the same as previous visits to Hastings & the map sent with previous notes will 
do the business if you still have it. There are many other pubs in the area which are worth 
visiting but I have stuck to a location which should be suitable for me to complete the tour 
without having to stagger off before everything goes pumpkin. The first three pubs, not including 
Wetherspoons, are as they were on previous visits but improved in general especially the 
Dolphin with earlier opening and breakfasts. The Jenny Lind is still a big music venue but the 
beer range has been much improved of late and the Fisherman is newly opened, very small, but 
with some interesting cask & craft keg beers.     

Culture :- 

Hastings is not just famous for ASBOs, wine’os and East European refugees. As well as the old 
town it has two cliff railways (the East Cliff lift is the steepest in Britain at 1 in 1.128), a miniature 
railway, a pier, a castle (well ruined), some caves and a “Decimus Burton” area to rival Bath or 
Tunbridge Wells. It also is home to the biggest shore based fishing fleet in Europe.
